


JOVE PRAIRIE

SUMMARY OF BESTRICTIONS

All tracts or lots shall be used for residential and related agricultural purposes only.
No trailer house, mobile home or pre-built residence allowed.

No structure, tent, trailer, mobile home, pre-built or other building or shelter shall be placed on
property to be used as a residence prior to the completion of the main residential dwelling.

1 to 2 acre tracts: The total living area must be over 1,800 square feet.

Every main dwelling house and garage exterior shall be 65% masonry or brick construction.

No metal or tin shingles or metal roofing material shall be used for main dwelling except factory
backed or factory painted metal roofs shall be permitted. All main dwelling structures and garage

structure shall have a roof pitch of 6:12 or more.

At the time of construction of the main dwelling house, there shall be constructed at least a double
car garage either connected or free standing,

No old or second-hand structures shall be moved on any tract and all residences and accessory
buildings shall be on new construction.

No commercial mechanical shop, junk yard or auto repair shop shall be constructed or operated on
the premises.

No swine or poultry may be kept. Owner shall be permitted to keep other livestock so long as they
do not unreasonably overgraze the premises and/or become an annoyance or nuisance to the
neighborhood.
